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To evaluate, document and enhance the program’s effectiveness, the LMU-DCOM Assessment Department
directs, manages and facilitates a broad range of assessment initiatives. Organized around the seven core
competencies, data is collected on all program defined student learning outcomes. This chart below outlines
the various methodological approaches used to assess each LMU-DCOM program outcome. These plans
are continually adjusted and expanded in response to evolving needs and opportunities.

A large number and variety of focused reports are generated using summative assessment data throughout
the academic cycle for use by course directors, faculty curriculum committee, rotation chairs, rotation sites,
and the Dean and his administrative team. At the end of each academic year, a comprehensive outcome
report (see sample at the end of this document) is created by the Assessment Office which aligns
summative findings from multiple assessment measures for each program outcome and then compares
these findings against established benchmarks. The Program Outcomes Committee reviews this report and
makes specific recommendations for any outcome where its benchmark was not met. Finally, the report
documents whether the previous year’s recommendations were implemented and tracks the results of these
changes.
